Dairy Global discusses Brexit and other factors of the milk industry with

The ending of milk quotas in March 2015 

hurled the European dairy industry into a period 
of chaos and uncertainty with many farmers un-
sure of what the future had in store. Some decided 
to increase their

production to compensate for falling milk 
prices while others decided to get out of the in-
dustry altogether. For the past 2 years dairy farm-
ers have struggled to keep their businesses afloat 
meeting every new challenge head on.



Necessity to Reviewing Agricultural policies in 12th Government
It is very soon to judge about the end of 12th presi-

dential election, but a few of candidates promise to 
make jobs for 5 to 6 million individual and triple the 
subsidies that are unbelievable.

All of the citizens and intellectual societies know 
about the sabotages to stop the agreement between 
Iran and 5+1 countries. But we forecast everything 
will be ended in 19 May ( 29 ordibehesht)and Dr. Ro-
hani will be elected again.

FAO gave satellite accessories to low water countries
According to FAO representative in Iran, it launched a portal by the name of “FAO 

water productivity open access portal” to give satellite data to farmers to improve the 
water usage. By utilization this portal, the farmers can improve the water efficiency. 
The report said: most of the fresh water is used in last century and is in crisis I some 
regions of the world. The goal of this project is to cover the countries that are faced to 
physical and fundamental water shortage in Africa and Middle East countries. This 
portal measures the evaporation and transpiration of water the best way to use the wa-
ter. According to FAO statistics in lieu of one degree increasing in temperature, 20% 
of world people face to decreasing in renewable water sources. So, FAO emphasized
